Introduction to a Small Home Interior Paint Project

Small interior paint projects should not be intimidating, but it is natural that you may have many questions.  The paint department at your local hardware store is a great resource will likely be able put you at ease by answering all of your questions.  Below are some FAQ’s.

1. How much surface are does one gallon of paint cover?

Approximately 350sq feet.  There are some variables to this number, but paint calculators are available on the internet to assist you.

2. Why do some walls seem glossy?

[bookmark: _GoBack]Paints are available with different sheens.  A higher sheen equals a higher gloss.  Common sheens include: flat, egg shell, satin, semi-gloss and high gloss.  Paints with gloss are more durable and better in environments with moisture, like kitchens or bathrooms.  Flatter paints provide better coverage and hide wall imperfections.  

3. What roller cartridge style should I choose?

There are many styles of rollers to choose from.  Obviously a larger area indicates a larger roller, but a smaller roller may be beneficial in tighter areas.  Nap is another variable.  Nap is basically the length of the fibers on the roller.  The longer the nap, the more paint the roller will hold.  A shorter nap works well on smoother surfaces, where as a rough surface requires a longer nap to coat the surface.  
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
